The path weaves towards the southwards to the Swiss
Cottage. Swiss cottage is an exquisitely beautiful cottage orné
that was originally part of Lord and Lady Cahir’s estate and was
used for entertaining guests.

The walk moves along even ground and is surrounded by =
native broadleaf woodland (planted in the 1790s), including
mature beech, oak, Spanish chestnut, sycamore, laurel,
rhododendron and elder. The area is also teeming with wildlife,
such as red squirrel, pheasant, duck, swans and woodcock.
